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SYNOPSIS

THE GONDOLIERS
The Operetta opens with a chorus of young ladies singing of their love for two particular
gondolieri, Giuseppe and Marco. Despitc the pleadings of other cligible bachelors they
insist that their idols must have first choice in marriage. Marco and Giuseppe appear and
by cheating in a game of blind mans buff select their respective partners Tessa and
Gianetta.

The Duke and Duchess of Plaza Toro, their daughter Casilda and suite arrive on the scene
and we discover that when a prattling babe, Casilda was betrothed to none other than the
King of Barataria. Casilda is not too pleased to find this as she is secreily in love with Luiz,
the suite!

The matter is further complicated with the arrival of Don Alhambra, the Grand Inquisitor,
when we lcarn that the Prince (the future King of Barataria) was abducted (on the Don's
order) as a babe and given to a 'highly respectable gondolier' to bring up alongside his own
child. Unfortunately that gondolier died from his taste for drink and with him went the
secret of which was his child and which the royal stripling. The children grew up and both
became Gondoliers - Marco and Giuseppe. All is not lost however because it transpires that
the nurse to whom the royal babe was entrusted, Luiz's mother by sheer coincidence, was
still alive and would be persuaded to identify the true monarch by means of the torture
chamber.

In the meantime Marco and Giuseppe have married Tessa and Gianetia, one therefore
becomes an unintentional bigamist. Don Alhambra persuades the gondoliers to travel and
preside jointly over the Court of Barataria. The Act closes with the departure of the joint
monarchs over the Southern Sea.

We find in Act 2 our monarchs ruling in a 'statc of absolute equality' and all is 10sy apart
from the fact that they both miss their wives. Tessa and Gianetta have also been pining, so
together with the contadine, they set sail to join their loves. They are also rather keen to
know which of them shall be queen! They celebrate their coming together with a banquet
and dance but the celebrations are interrupted by the arrival of Don Alhambra. Tessa and
Gianetta then are made aware that one of their husbands was alrecady married. Quite a
dilemma for three into two does not go!

The Duke, Duchess and Casilda arrive and attempt to teach Marco and Giuseppe the finer
points of ctiquette eventually leaving Casilda with the gentlemen who cxplain that they are
already married. They are joined by Tessa, Gianctta and the chorus to hear the ‘confession’
of the nurse.

To great astonishment the nurse proclaims her 'son' Luiz to be the rightful heir, having
substituted her own off-spring for the Prince's when both were babes. So everyonc is happy.
We leave the Court singing their way through a cachucha with ‘feelings of pleasure',
